LAST WEEK'S MEETING

Last week, our speaker was Mr. Ben Gray who spoke to us
about Junior Achievement. JA was started in 1919 and came
to Central Florida in 1961, courtesy of the auspices of the
Dr. Phillips family. Our speaker made it clear that Rotary
has factored into the success of the program for many years.
We watched a PowerPoint presentation about JA, learning
a lot about the philosophy of the program. By exposing
children to successful adults, success becomes something
that is made part of their “awareness”; children won’t ob-
tain success without knowledge about success; changing
life by accident to life by purpose. The program focuses
on teaching economics, financial literacy, ethics and inter-
personal skills, all essentials to success. The three “I’s”,
Investing (investing in the future by encouraging the success
of our children), Involving (experimental learning modeled
after 4-H) and Inspiring (through the use of role models)
are important aspects. Programs are custom designed for
elementary, middle and high school students. In our area,
92,000 kids were exposed to JA last year, 22% of enroll-
ment in our area. Volunteers and financial resources are,
naturally, the biggest obstacles to the continued growth of
JA. Bob Levy spoke about his exposure to Junior Achieve-
ment, having had a blast teaching the relatively simple pro-
gram.
