After having
spent time in Little League and Babe Ruth (now serving
as Assistant State Commissioner), and watching her
son’s involvement with a similar program (the Miracle
League), she undertook to establish Buddy Ball in
Altamonte Springs at the prompting of her son. With
the help of the City, a field and dugouts at Eastmonte
Park is planned to be converted to serve the needs of
these special players. Even though the City has helped,
the program is not exclusive to Altamonte and draws
non-Altamonte volunteers from Longwood, Oviedo and
Sanford Babe Ruth programs. The Sanford program
even donated $5,000 toward the cause. The goal is for
the players not to pay anything to participate. Their
overall financial goal is $50,000 which will convert
the field and dugouts. She specifically thanked Dede
Schaffner for helping out with a donation and connec-
tions to the County special needs coordinator. Next
up, Seth Reese, her son, spoke about the experience of
players he’s coached when asked to help a handicapped
player play baseball in the Miracle League. It serves as
a great lesson to be appreciative for benefits and abili-
ties often taken for granted. Buddy Ball will draw kids
from all over Central Florida but they definitely need
financial support. He also added that the entire East-
monte Park will become handicap accessible, enabling
the kids to make a full day of it, giving a moment’s
peace to their care providers. Their next planned
fund-raiser is a whiffle ball tournament scheduled for
January, accompanied by a silent auction. Both Seth
and his mother answered a few questions about Buddy
Ball, including the paring of age appropriate buddies
and forming cohesive teams. Joe thanked Bill Fahey
and Bill Stack for greeting us at the door and kicked off
a Happy Birthday for Sheila. Joe also mentioned last
