Kathryn let us know that
arts license plates are the #5 seller in the State (with
the notable #1 being UF!), generating $13,000-$15,000
per year to the Council. All these funds are given out
in grants to local art agencies (including assistance for
after-school programs). The Council is supplemented
by fund-raising efforts, including a black-tie gala held in
February, “Hearts for the Arts™, and also receives funds
from United Arts of Central Florida. Coming up on
October 25th is the “Howl for the Arts”, a very popular
event held at Seminole Harley-Davidson where local
celebrities create elaborate masks for sale. The Council
also supports the concert at The Springs as well as two
others at the Wayne Densch center. Bill Fahey asked
about the prospects of getting a performing arts center
in Seminole County. The prospects are currently not
good, given the collapse of the public-private partnership
project discussed for Sanford. Errol called our speaker’s
attention to a local, community orchestra, prompting a
comment from Dave Carley (‘“Errol likes to toot his own
horn!”). Ms. Townsend also noted the Council’s coop-
eration with the local Steinway store which gave away
five pianos last year. An October 12th free concert is
scheduled where they plan to donate three. Karen asked
about e-mail notifications (please visit “www.seminole-
culturalarts.org” or “www.scacevents.org””). We had the
distinct privilege of welcoming a new member to the
Club, Brian Carroll, sponsored by Mike Martone. In
Mike’s absence, Lori ably stood in for his induction.
