First,
conflict should be viewed as an opportunity to learn about
the other party and as a chance to avoid KYRGB (kiss your
relationship good-bye). There is a dangerous “slippery
slope” in conflicts and effectively dealing with conflict is-
sues 1s a valuable tool. Working things out can often involve
overlooking matters as well as confronting them. If you
find yourself dwelling on an issue or creating a “wall”, or if
harm will arise, it’s time to confront the issue. Secondly, in
confronting an issue, you must first assess your contribution.
Frequently this is characterized as something we demand.
What to do when a demand you’ve created isn’t being met
is another stumbling block. Upon further analysis, you may
find that you’ve been a little judgmental or imposed your
own expectations on others. A clear communication of
expectations can work heavily toward resolution. Thirdly,
confess your expectations and ask forgiveness. If you
can’t work through a problem, try mediation, arbitration or
a Christian conflict resolution service. In her experience
working with her Christian resolution services, one of the
more frequent and challenging conflicts arises between
pastors and churches. Following Linda’s conclusion, Joe
sagely added, “We can all use some peacemaking.”
