He recognized Frank Casillo
for his part in bringing together the upcoming Youth Confer-
ence at Lyman H.S. to educate young people about the good
things Rotary does. The Youth Conference will bring Early-
act (grade school), Youthact (middle school), Interact (high
school) and Rotaract (college) together. He also asked us to
keep in mind the District Conference events coming up at the
end of April, including a golf tournament, a governors ball,
and a cruise. Following the Governor’s talk, Joe made the
sad announcement that Maria Simmons’ father is suffering
from Parkinson’s. Pete Osborn once again asked for support
of the golf tournament by donating door prizes. The event
is getting close and we need more prizes! 60 players and 10
foursomes are scheduled to complete. Additionally, an award
