Last week, we had the privilege of welcoming Betsy
Gwinn, daughter to Allie and Clark Gwinn, as our
speaker. She spoke to us about the Bach Festival So-
ciety of Winter Park. While many of us have enjoyed
the events of the annual Bach Festival, we all learned
a lot more about the organization, its events and its
history. This year celebrates the 74™ season for the
Festival, the oldest performing arts organization in
Florida. It began in 1935 at the behest of a retired
school principal from New York, honoring the 250®
anniversary of Bach himself. She led the organization
through the 50’s when it was taken over by Mr. John
Tiki who remained in charge for 53 years. The organi-
zation consists of an all volunteer choir of 180 members
who perform six times annually. Under the direction
of Music Director John Sinclair, the Society also plays
host to many, very talented guest artists. Among the
programs undertaken by the Society is the Fred Rogers
series (a one hour, Saturday morning gathering geared
to children) where artists explain why they became
interested in music. A youth choir, a “young at heart
choir” and a very well received and attended Christmas
performance (“Christmas in the Park” with the Morse
Museum is the first Thursday of December) are other
activities undertaken by the organization. The Society
is an independent, 501(c)(3) organization but is very
privileged to have a close association with Rollins Col-
lege. She also encouraged us to go to “redchairproject.
com’” to view other cultural activities in Central Florida.
Given these trying economic times, arts organizations
need continuing support. Jim Gamble asked how choir
members are recruited (Widely publicized auditions
are held twice per year and members come from all
over). Following her presentation, Joe Williams had
the distinct honor of presenting Betsy with a Paul Har-
ris Fellow donated by her Dad. We also learned of the
passing of Dee Bolander, wife of former member Jon
Bolander. Bill Fahey recalled our friend Ted Vetter and
his efforts on putting together a notebook of memories
for each Rotary president, including event programs,
many pictures and the bulletins for each week. Given
his impending 80™ birthday, he’s looking for some-
one to take over this small task. If you’re interested,
please see Bill.
