Marci Carter
presented our program about Meals on Wheels, including
a wonderful video about the organization put together by
none other than our own Ed Bookbinder. Meals on Wheels
was first known as “Better Living for Seniors” and not only
delivers meals, but also helps with household chores and
repairs. Right now, there are some 250 families “waiting for
help” (10 times the number in 2004). The average age of a
Meals on Wheels beneficiary is 85 with a monthly income of
only $600. Last Christmas, the kitchen, under the direction
of an executive chef, cared for 230 families. They receive
their funding 8% from Seminole County, 50% from the
Federal government and the balance through fund-raising
and private donors. In operation since 1973, their motto is
“No Senior Goes Hungry” and their primary current goal is
to reduce their waiting list. The organization also operates a
catering firm called “Top Hat” which serves as a profit cen-
ter, with day care customers being their biggest customers.
Following the program, Dudley Bates announced that the
next Relay for Life will be held March 20-21. November
5 will be the event’s kickoff dinner at the Embassy Suites
(more details to come). Frank Casillo let us know that two
