LAsT WEEK’S MEETING

Last week, we had the privilege of having Bob Kealing as
our guest speaker. Bob has visited our Club before and
spoke about his well-received book on Jack Kerouac. This
time, Bob spoke to us about his new book on Brownie
Wise, a lady who played a pivotal role in the success of
Tupperware. To our surprise, we learned that Tupperware
didn’t start off with the “party plan” system of selling. This
plan began in 1951 when the entire sales division included
just two folks. At the behest of Mr. Tupper, Brownie put
the party plan in place and Tupperware began its dramatic
growth. By 1954, Tupperware had 20,000 dealers and
Brownie had earned her place in history, being the first
woman on the cover of Newsweek. Life magazine also did
a large article on Brownie in 1956 which fostered jealously
amongst many dealers who felt Brownie was getting too
much credit. A clandestine meeting was held in Philadel-
phia with several top dealers with the idea of conducting
a coup. The news of the meeting leaked out though, and
the dealers were kicked out of the Tupperware system,
with profits dropping dramatically as a result. One of the
more interesting stories arose from Brownie’s purchase of
her own island in Lake Toho. A raucous “jubilee” in 1957
precipitated her downfall at Tupperware. In 1958, Mr.
Tupper essentially fired Brownie and buried a bunch of her
self-help books in a big hole near headquarters. Brownie
tried to accomplish new things following her “firing” but
didn’t meet with much success. Mr. Tupper eventually
sold the company for $14 million and retired. Bob’s book,
Tupperware Unsealed, is available on Amazon.com and
has been placed in over 200 libraries including ones in
Asia, Georgetown and Harvard. After Bob’s talk, Clark
spoke about a continuation of the “Open World” program
sponsored by the Library of Congress. Previously, our Club
hosted judges from Russia and we are now considering host-
ing six educators from Ukraine. The visit will be in Fall
"09 for eight days. Host families are being sought. Russ
discussed our next Wekiva River cleanup, set for Novem-
ber 23". The event will be co-sponsored by the Markham
Woods SDA church, the Friends of the Wekiva and DEP.
