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Last WEEK’S M EETING

At our meeting two weeks ago, Fred Poole started us off with
an invocation, reminding us about people who are suffering in
various aspects of life, such as those with a relative in Iraq and
those suffering economic, unemployment and health related is-
sues. He asked that we all remember these folks in our prayers
and help where we can. We were especially happy to have Gov.
Carlos Giraldo in attendance. Chris Stubbs gave our program
and spoke about the Bahay Bata Center in Angeles, a city in the
Philippines. His familiarity with the Center is an outgrowth of
the last GSE trip he led to the Philippines. During their trip, all
the team members noticed the suffering of children living on the
streets of this country, particularly in the city of Angeles. Locally,
the Rotary Club of Clark Centennial started this Center in 2001
to help street kids by providing a refuge of safety, learning and
advancement. It started out as not much more than a shack but
has now grown to include a school, a clinic, a very impressive
Little League field, a cafeteria and a dorm. All of the Center was
put together by just the members of this phenomenal, 30 mem-
ber Rotary club. 44 children now live there and 44 additional
children are assisted in the neighboring town. With the help of
a matching grant, the Chris Stubbs is spearheading a program to
feed all these children for one year. We were also privileged to
have a member of the GSE team, Susan, speak about her experi-
ence while there and the stark contrast with children in the U.S.
But these kids are also remarkably similar. They all love to eat,
love to love, love companionship and education. Unfortunately,
most of these street children have become addicted to glue and
must go though a 30 day isolation when volunteering to take
advantage of the Center. Of special note, Susan is with ProTech
Heating and Air, our primary sponsor for RAP. We certainly ap-
preciated her words and her company’s sponsorship. Mike Lane
asked Susan about a similar refuge for girls (The city of Manilla
has such a place). In Manilla alone, there are 70,000 homeless
children on the streets! In Angeles, 1,800 are registered, with
the actual population much higher. Following a question from
Clark, we learned that children can stay at the Center though age
17. Some of the first children in the program have now graduated
from college (paid for by the Center). Fred Poole asked about
clubs which make one project their primary role, just as the Clark
Centennial club has. Chris remarked on the amazing dedication
of the Clark members and the tangible difference they are making
in their community. Barry asked about the glue addiction afflict-
ing most of the street children. Sarah responded that its likely a
result of seeking some oblivion in the face of no food, clothes or
companionship, but likely the glue issue is fostered by controlling
adults. Peggy asked about where all these children are coming
from. Apparently, they are simply abandoned by their parents who
can’t afford to care for them, given the island’s intense poverty.
Bill Fahey asked about any religious connection. The program
does have an affiliation with the Catholic Church but receives
very little in tangible support. Joe Williams announced that the
Board elected to support Chris’ program with $800 of our District
