The Yungas Road looked particularly treacher-
ous and, indeed, 300+ people die on the road each year. Un-
fortunately, Neil missed the incredible sight as he was down
and out with salmonella. Santiago featured a huge soccer
stadium. Soccer is a dominant pastime there and everyone in
the city sounds their horns when a goal is scored. The soccer
stadium doesn’t hold fond memories for everyone, however,
as it was used as a center for torture following the Pinochet
coup. Some of Neil’s travel companions were interesting
as well. One was a self-described adventure traveler, who
contracted SARS while overseas, and one couple were in
the process of a year travel, having sold all their possessions
in the UK. While in Peru, Neil saw Ecu, a city surrounded
by massive sand dunes used for sand-boarding. Some of
the most amazing photos we saw were of the Nasca Lines
— giant drawings on the earth. These creations are quite a
mystery as they are easily visible from the sky, however, they
couldn’t have been seen that way by the people who created
them (we suspect). The Lines comprise some 500 different
animals. Neil also visited an orphanage for troubled girls to
which he donated food and in sundry items. We also saw
pictures of the amazing “Juanita Mummy”” which was sur-
prisingly well preserved in ice until a neighboring volcano
melted it away. Included in the related pictures were baby
mummies and guinea pigs, some of whom end up as lunch,
a comment which generated a “Welcome to Moe’s” from Ed
Bookbinder. The “Witch Market” in La Paz held amazing
sights as well as the Cochabama, a huge market in Bolivia
where live animals are sold. Following Neil’s presentation,
we heard from Avron who announced that we will have one
live auction item at this year’s RAP, with our prior guest Jay
being the auctioneer. The item will be two super VIP Daytona
500 tickets donated by Wayne Taylor, a noted sports car racer
who lives locally. Avron ended with “you must be there to
attend.” We suppose there’s a South African translation is-
sue in there somewhere.
