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LasT WEEK’S MEETING

Last week, we had one of the shortest invocations on record
given by Bill Fahey (“Bless this food and us that eats it.””)
Our speaker was Brandon Tyson, who spoke to us about
wills, trusts, and estates. While most folks don’t like to ad-
dress death, it provides a great sense of relief when a plan
has been formulated and put in place. A plan will provide
for love ones and tax plan for minimal consequences. It’s
important to find a professional who can help formulate and
implement a beneficial plan. We learned about the useful-
ness of trusts and their different varieties, including revoca-
ble and irrevocable, intervivos and testamentary. Avoiding
the probate process is the primary reason for using trusts. It
keeps the allocation of assets out of the public eye. We can
also plan for our incapacity. A court ordered guardianship
is the default process but a power of attorney, a health care
power of attorney, a living will and a declaration of pre-
need guardian can provide direction and place more control
in our hands. This planning can also provide “predator
protection”, preventing disruption from spouses, creditors,
government and beneficiaries. With the help of a couple
examples, we also learned about the “elective share”. Next,
our speaker addressed the estate tax, a particularly onerous
one at 46%. Interestingly, in 2010 the estate tax is set to
be phased out, however, it will be back in 2011. We also
learned about the “unlimited marital deduction” and ways
of preserving our current $3.5 million estate tax exemption
as well as the benefits and restrictions on annual gifting.
Following our speaker, Dudley spoke about Relay for Life
beginning today. As most of us know, the event presents and
opportunity to participate and raise funds to benefit cancer
research. Chris Sorensen has promised to cook up some
pork barbecue to help fuel the participants. Dede reminded
us about why our Club 1s working so hard on RAP; to benefit
deserving students. She shared the story of one, read from
her application. This young lady suffered the death of her
mother and abandonment by her father, only to be placed
in a very difficult foster situation. However, in June 2005,
she was adopted by a wonderful family and has got her
life back on track. Bob Levy mentioned that he generated
$150 in RAP Raffle ticket sales using his internet technique.
Russ Moncrief issued a challenge from his wife, Katie, to
canoe race on the Wekiva as part of the Wekiva RiverFest,
